Chaplain’s Corner by Fr. Ma carlos Caloy

October is the Holy Rosary Month.

The month of October is designated as the Holy Rosary month. This
month is to commemorate the attributed intercession (October 7) of
Our Lady, the Blessed Virgin Mary with that victory at Lepanto, Italy
of the Christian naval fleet against their enemies. More than the
historical facts attributed into this traditional commemoration is how
such recitation of the basic prayers, the Our Father, the Hail Mary, and Glory be,
becomes an opportunity to assimilate in our bodily movements with that of Jesus. We
ask, how? The life of Jesus pronounced through the mystery uttered before every
decade of Hail Mary offers a way to identify our actions with Him. Some innovations
were added through passages read from the Gospels pointing into Jesus’ life, passion-
death and resurrection as additional way to refresh our minds, hearts, and souls in
meditation that involved our inner powers of imagination.

We have an ever greater need to pray these “chains of roses”, as a mystic puts it, for
the connections of “systems in our families with that of society continue to widen.”
The sense of alienation among members of the family is to mention one. The ever and
over emphasis of personal needs as opposed to common needs compel us to search
for lights through the mysteries of the rosary.

Prior Grand Knight Bob Gilmartin shared the following thoughts on George’s service as a Knight to our council and
parish.

il did not know George f or , batinlthe 4aysolyearsiha r i ¢ Hnevo him well, @eorge
was always one of our council's unsung heroes, Georg e was on the maintenance staff a t St. Patrick's
parish.  As such, he was always helping us find equipment and supplies t hat we needed for events,

helping with set ups, and cleaning up our messes so our council would not be in trouble with the

pastor . There was never a night or weekend when George refused to help us. George would always be
the hardest cleanup worker after the pie making was done. Similarly, he was one of the few knights who
could figure out how the support poles for tents used at t he picnic/plant sale events went together, and

he didn't rat us out when some were damaged by high winds and inadequate tie downs one year. I
remember him asking me to help him lift and deliver a heavy snow blower which we purchased from the
widow of a Kn ight and donated to the parish. George just never stopped moving and working.

In the late summer/early fall of 2013, the council awarded George its Knight of the
